The Board reviewed application 03-10 submitted by Nicholas Denyse of 1448 Baker Road, Schenectady, who is requesting an area variance to erect a pole barn for personal use.  The property is on located on Bittner Road and is presently under contract for sale and is not yet owned by the applicant.  Bittner road is a private road and therefore the front property line is parallel to Rte 7.  The location of an I-88 catch basin, the hilly topography, and the septic system limit the available sites for the proposed structure.  The Board reviewed the application for completeness.  This is a Type II action and the requirements of SEQRA are satisfied.  Pat Payst made a motion to set a public hearing for this application submitted by Nicholas Denyse of 1448 Baker Road, Schenectady, for the property on Bittner Road, SBL# 67.00-3-4.2, requesting a forty five (45) foot front yard setback to erect a pole barn for personal use, on Tuesday June 15, 2010, at 7:30 pm in the Town Hall.  Evie Rudesheim seconded.  Member Payst, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Wall, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.
