This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: there are two public hearings scheduled, Alex requesting for a side setback variance and Way for a side setback variance, reading of the minutes from the previous meeting, possible action on applications 06-010 and 06-011, the agricultural data statement, announcements, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.

The public hearing of application 06-010 submitted by William J. Alex was held at the last meeting.  As no one was present then representing this application the public comment portion was continued.  The floor was opened for comment.  There was none.  The floor was closed.

The public hearing notice for application 06-011 (Gregory R. Way) as published in the Daily Gazette on November 8th, 2006, was read.  The floor was opened for comment.  There was none.  The floor was closed.

The minutes of the October 17th, 2006 regular meeting were read. The Board discussed adding words that reflect the conversation with Mr. Passano concerning applying for a zone change.  Wendy Graves made a motion to accept the minutes with the typos and the one addition noted. Evie Rudesheim seconded. Member Graves, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Uveges, aye; Member Gage, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.

Application 06-010 submitted by William J. Alex of 8590 Mariaville Road, Pattersonville, requesting a sideline setback variance was reviewed and discussed by the Board.   Evie Rudesheim made a motion to declare the Board Lead Agency.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Graves, aye; Member Payst, aye, Member Uveges, aye; Member Gage, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye. The lot is in the Mariaville sewer district and therefore qualifies for a reduced side yard per section 7.6.  The proposed addition is a Type II action and the requirements of SEQRA are satisfied.  The Board discussed at length feasible alternatives to the proposed addition. Wendy Graves made a motion to grant to William J. Alex of 8590 Mariaville Road, Pattersonville, SBL#35.05-2-16, a twenty (20) foot west side yard setback variance per Section 7.6, a two and one half (2.5) foot west side yard variance to construct a seven and one half (7.5) by twenty five (25) foot residential addition per the supplied sketch to an existing dwelling on a preexisting undersized lot, per the findings of Section 14.5.2(B) providing a building permit be obtained with six (6) months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Graves, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Kosinski, nay; Member Uveges, aye; Member Rudesheim, nay; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.

The Board reviewed and discussed application 06-011 submitted by Gregory Way of 722 South Shore Road, Delanson, for a side yard variance to construct a lean-to for boat storage.  Schenectady County Department of Economic Development and Planning refers to local consideration on the area variance.  The Board determined that the lot coverage is well within district limits.  Mr. Way was informed that the proposed existing lean-to requires a permit from DEC as it is located within the 100-foot wetland limit.  Mr. Way agreed that the sixty-two (62) day time frame for action on this application be postponed until the permit is acquired.  The Board asked Mr. Way to upgrade the supplied sketch to reflect all structures on his property.  

Board members are welcome to attend a breakfast meeting at the Desmond Conference Center concerning planning and zoning interactions.

The members were asked to think about where to have the organizational dinner next year.

The Town Board plans to hire another full time UCEO.

The Board was made aware of the Agricultural Data Sheet.
