This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: the continuation of the Rossi Public Hearing (05-001), a public hearing for Todd Rosa seeking a Home Occupation Business Permit (05-002), the reading of the minutes from the previous meeting, consideration of applications 05-001 and 05-002, a review of a new application for a home occupation business permit, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.

The notice of Public Hearing for application 05-001 (Angelo Rossi) as published on October 10, 2005 in the Daily Gazette was read.  The floor was opened for comment.  Denise Beyer of 312 Spring Road, Delanson, questioned the MLS listing that stated lake access and dockage.  Mr. Rossi deferred to the realty company for that information.  The floor was closed. 

The notice of Public Hearing for application 05-002 (Todd Rosa) requesting a Home Occupation Business Permit as published on October 10, 2005 in the Daily Gazette was read.  The floor was opened for comment.  There was none.  The floor was closed.

The minutes of the September 20th, 2005 regular meeting were read.  Wendy Graves made a motion to accept the minutes with the one typo noted.  Carl Wiedemann seconded.  Member Graves, aye; Member Wiedemann, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Martratt, aye, Member Uveges, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.

The Board discussed the Rossi Application (05-001).  Don Uveges gave a short discourse on water runoff as a function of roof area.  The plans submitted by Mr. Rossi show a dwelling of more than one story.  The Board used the length and width of the proposed dwelling to determine applicable setbacks.  Randy Winter of 334 Spring Road stated that the ditch along his side yard runs year round.  The size of the lot is similar in size to others in the neighborhood with dwellings on them.  The Board completed the Short EAF.  Pat Payst made a motion that the Board declare a negative impact.  Carl Wiedemann seconded.  Member Payst, aye; Member Wiedemann, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Graves, abstain, Member Martratt, aye, Member Uveges, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  The Board referred to section 14.5.2 B) and applied it to this application.  The definition of story (Section 3.5.114) was read for the benefit of those present.  Carl Wiedemann made a motion to grant to Rossi Construction, Inc. of 331 Jeanette Drive, Schenectady, for the property at 322 Spring Road, Delanson, SBL# 35.06-5-33, a pre-existing undersized lot, a ten (10) foot east side yard setback variance, a six (6) foot west side yard setback variance, a ten (10) foot front yard setback variance, and a 36,660 square foot area variance to construct a forty (40) foot by thirty six (36) one story dwelling per findings of section 14.5.2 B), providing a building permit be obtained within six months, that the erosion and sediment controls as provided in the latest application be implemented, all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed, and be contingent on connecting to and using the Mariaville Sewer System.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Member Wiedemann, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Graves, recuse, Member Martratt, nay, Member Payst, aye; Member Uveges, nay; Chairperson Wall, aye.  

The Board reviewed application 05-002 submitted by Todd Rosa for a Home Occupation Business Permit to operate a car detailing business.  Omer Martratt and Don Uveges conducted a site plan review and reported no problems with the proposed use.  A letter from Lou Ann and Martin C Mugits of 7660 Mariaville Road, Delanson, was received with the application stating they are in favor of this proposed use.  The Board referred to Section 14.5.4 and applied this to the application.  Wendy Graves made a motion to authorize the UCEO to issue a Home Occupation Business Permit to Todd Rosa of 7618 Mariaville Road, Delanson, SBL# 35.00-3-2.11, per the findings of Section 14.5.4, providing all customers’ cars are parked inside overnight, the business remains a sole proprietorship, not to enlarge the building size, and no commercial car sales to be conducted on the premises.  Omer Martratt seconded.  Member Graves, aye; Member Martratt, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Wiedemann, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Uveges, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.

The Board discussed an application submitted by Don Collins of 615 Herrick Road, Delanson requesting a permit to install a windmill to generate electricity.  Since this is not a permitted use, a use variance would be required.  After much discussion, Mr. Collins decided he was not able to meet all the requirements of a use variance so he withdrew his application.  The Board suggested he approach the Town Board and ask if electricity generating windmills be added to the Zoning Ordinance as a permitted use.

Meeting adjourned at 9:20 pm.
