The definition of the term sawmill was next on the agenda. Wendy Graves made a motion on Mr. Viele’s saw mill operation, (see attached).  Discussion centered on the shaving operation as not being a part of the sawmill operation when the Ordinance was passed and therefore cannot be grandfathered in as a nonconforming use.
